
   THE GHANA HOMEOPATHY PROJECT -  UK registered charity 1125981
The Project started when Linda Shannon was invited to Ghana in May 2006, by friends working within the area of sustainable development in Mafi Seva village in the Volta region, and also to teach a homeopathic first aid course in Accra. Since then the project has grown immensely, nurtured by the goodwill and generosity of our supporters. 

Our aims are to support Ghanaian people and organisations in the provision of: - affordable and effective homeopathy to those who most need it; - clinical training of Ghanaians who want to become homeopaths, and continuing professional development for existing Ghanaian homeopaths. 

· We run the Ghana Centre for Homeopathy in Accra. The clinic is equipped with reception, consulting room, a pharmacy and a library.  

· From this base, we run weekly mobile spot clinics to the slums of Accra - currently to the districts of Ashaiman and Chokor. 

- We visit 25 villages in the Volta Region of Mafi-Seva and see patients in partnership with local health care workers. We currently support three trainee homeopaths who have become famous in the area. People walk for miles to come to the clinic, and queue up from 7 am. 

· We also provide medicines, training, books and equipment for primary health care centres and mobile clinics. We work with local NGO’s to [image: image1.jpg]
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provide homeopathy to their existing projects.

· We have recently connected with a local homeopath in the city of Kumasi, and are now offering regular clinics there too. 

- We run a volunteer programme to support and facilitate the achievement of the project's aims. 

- We run regular classes (CPD) for interested health care professionals in Accra. 

- We work as a team of 4 homeopaths in the UK to fundraise and manage the project, with the support of partners in Ghana. In the UK we are: Linda Shannon, Grace DaSilva-Hill, Sheila Ryan & Angelika Metzger. 

This is a very exciting project, and we would love to have your support. Fundraising to support our expanding work is an ongoing concern and with help we can concentrate more on homeopathy in this part of Africa. Your valuable contribution will make a big difference. A £5 per month standing order pays for the ongoing homeopathic treatment of a family of five; £15 a month allows us  to start a new monthly clinic in a remote area of Mafi-Seva. Many children in Ghana suffer ailments linked to malaria, the impact of which on their health is huge.
